Instructions for Authors for Abstract Preparation

1. Abstract format
[bookmark: _GoBack]Prospective authors are invited to submit an abstract in English (US or UK) for the consideration of the Academic Track and General Track. Abstracts mainly should be of text. One table, a set of mathematical formulae and /or one scientific illustration prepared according to the given guidelines are also allowed. The recommended abstract length is between 500 and 800 words (Max 2 A4 size page). The font size and style of table and illustrations should be equal to that of main text. The illustrations should follow scientific approach of formatting.

1. The margins: top 1’’ bottom 1’’ left 1’’ right 1’’

1. Page Size: A4 (210 x 297mm)

1. Line Space:  1 

1. Title
Font type and size: Arial 11
Justified text in bold 
Sentence case 
Abstract titles should be short, but descriptive. Informative titles indicating key points are encouraged. Use an initial capital letter only for the first word and for proper nouns. Abbreviations should not be used in the title. Scientific names must be in Italic. 

1. Authors 
Font type and size: Arial 10
Justified text in bold 
Initials of other names, Surname / family name of the author, keep only dots in between initials.
Name of the corresponding author should be underlined. 

1. Affiliations  
Font type and size: Arial 10 and in italic
Affiliations should be indicated with superscript Arabic numbers appearing at the end of surname / family name.
Names of affiliations should be stated with Address, City, Postcode and Country. 
If there is more than one name and address, those should be related by superscript numbers. 
E.g.: 	INITIALS Surname1, INITIALS Surname2, INITIALS Surname3
1First affiliation, Address, City and Postcode, Country.
2,3Second affiliation, Address, City and Postcode, Country.


1. Correspondence details
Font type and size: Arial 10
Email address of the corresponding author should be provided as a footnote. Please check the sample format under subheading 12 to check where to state it. 
 
1. Main text
Font type and size: Arial 10 and Left align.

Main text should be written as one paragraph WITHOUT any subheadings. 
The main text should contain the Introduction and Objectives: the background, scope and the rationale for the work, Methodology / Approach: description of the steps executed to collect relevant information and analysis of data, Results: clear and understandable statements based on the evaluation of data, clearly indicating the outcomes, with Conclusion and Suggestions / Recommendations: the significance of results in terms of problem/s addressed.
A single table, one set of mathematical formulae or one scientific illustration is permitted. Tables must be prepared in true table format. SI units must be clearly indicated for all variables, as part of the column heading. Separate columns should be used for measures of variance (SD, SE etc.), the ± sign should not be used.

9.1 Table
Table should have a caption. Headings should be placed above tables, left justified. Only horizontal lines should be used within a table, to distinguish the column headings from the body of the table, and immediately above and below the table. Tables must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately. Below is an example which the authors may find useful

9.2 Figure

Figure should have a caption. All photographs, schemas, graphs and diagrams are to be referred to as figure. Line drawings should be good quality scans or true electronic output. Low-quality scans are not acceptable. Figures must be embedded into the text and not supplied separately. In MS word input of the figures must be properly coded. Preferred format of figures are PNG, JPEG, GIF etc. Lettering and symbols should be clearly defined either in the caption or in a legend provided as part of the figure. Please ensure that figure is minimum of 300 DPI resolutions as this will facilitate good output. The figure number and caption should be typed below the illustration in Arial 8 pt and left justified. For example, see Fig. 1.

9.3 Mathematical Equations
Use "Equations" option of a word processing software (MS Word) to create mathematical equations. Equations and formulae should be typed in MathType and numbered consecutively with Arabic numerals in parentheses on the right hand side of the page (if referred to explicitly in the text). They should also be separated from the surrounding text by one space.
